TUTOR CODE OF CONDUCT
Burwell Bash values young people and children as being a vital part of the organisation and desires to see them grow, mature and be challenged in a healthy and safe environment. To foster these values and ensure professionalism while representing the organisation, Burwell Bash holds its tutors to the following code of conduct.
Tutors are responsible for:

· Ensuring a friendly and professional attitude
· Abiding by all Burwell Bash policies, including the child protection policy

· Upholding the values and ethos of Burwell Bash

Burwell Bash is responsible for:

· Ensuring clear and concise information is communicated openly and honestly
· Ensuring course operations, recruitment, timetabling and administration meets the needs of its tutors and members

· Being available for its tutors and members, including for day to day support during the course and complaints

· Liaising with Cambridgeshire County Council and Burwell House to ensure smooth running of the course

· Ensuring tutors are paid on time through Cambridgeshire County Council

In order to facilitate these responsibilities it is vital that tutors:
· Keep interactions with people non-exploitive and do not discriminate against any member based on nationality, race, creed, colour, age, gender, sexual orientation, or status


· Be aware of children and young people within their classes and be responsible for their welfare during sessions


· Liaise and work collaboratively with other musicians and tutors as required

· Keep conduct lawful, including age restricted items and drug and alcohol use

· Respect the personal integrity and privacy of students unless the law requires disclosure


· The teacher shall respect the reputation of colleagues and shall refrain from making false or malicious statements about colleagues


· Ensure that young people are free to explore music in a safe and encouraging environment 


· Do not tolerate bullying of any kind and any accusation of bullying is dealt with extremely seriously  
In addition to this code of conduct all tutors are expected to abide by the Burwell Bash Child Protection Policy.
